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Promoting alternatives to migration to rural youth in Tunisia
and Ethiopia

In Africa, where youth under-employment and unemployment rates are particularly high, many young
people move away from rural areas, also because they do not perceive agriculture as an attractive and
remunerative sector. Yet, agriculture has the potential to generate much needed job opportunities for
self-employment and seasonal wage labour. At the same time, safe, orderly and regular migration can
contribute to the rural development of origin, transit and destination countries. Migrants can fuel
progress, spark innovations and transfer knowledge, skills and technology. Furthermore, investing in farm
and off-farm activities part of the remittances sent by migrants to their rural areas of origin can support
agricultural transformations. This, in turn, can create a virtuous circle of employment creation and
inclusive growth.

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Harmonised Unemployment Rates - OECD - Updated: April 2018

In the euro area, the unemployment rate decreased by 0.1 percentage point, to 8.5% in February, with
declines of 0.2 percentage point or more in Latvia (down 0.3 percentage point, to 8.0%) and Italy (down
0.2 percentage point, to 10.9%).The unemployment rate declined by 0.1 percentage point in Canada (to
5.8%), and was stable in Korea (at 3.6%) and Mexico (at 3.3%) but increased by 0.1 percentage point in
Japan (to 2.5%). The OECD unemployment rate for youth (people aged 15 to 24) increased slightly (by 0.1
percentage point, to 11.3%) in February.
